NOTIFICATION

MAHARASHTRA UNAIDED PRIVATE PROFESSIONAL EDUCATIONAL INSTITUTIONS (REGULATION OF
ADMISSIONS AND FEES) ACT, 2015.

No. ADR-2020/C.R.35/TE-6.—In exercise of the powers conferred by section 23 of the
Maharashtra Unaided Private Professional Education Institutions (Regulation of Admissions and
Fees) Act, 2015 (Mah. XXVIII of 2015), the Government of Maharashtra hereby makes the
following rules further to amend the Maharashtra Unaided Private Professional Educational
Institutions (Regulation of Admission to the Full Time Professional Visual Art Course) Rules,
2017, namely :—

1. These rules may be called the Maharashtra Unaided Private Professional Educational
Institutions (Regulation of Admission to the Full Time Professional Visual Art Course)
(Amendment) Rules, 2020.

2. In rule 2 of the Maharashtra Unaided Private Professional Educational Institutions
(Regulation of admission to the Full Time Professional Visual Art Course) Rules, 2017
(hereinafter referred to as “the principal Rules”),—

(1) For clause (g), the following clause shall be substituted, namely :—

“(g) “Courses” means the full time undergraduate and post graduate Visual Art
courses in Fine Art, Drawing and Painting, Textile Design, Interior Decorator,
Sculpture, Metal Works, Ceramics, Applied Art and Design;”;

(2) After clause (m), the following clause shall be inserted, namely :-

“m-1) “Jammu and Kashmir” means the Union Territory of Jammu and
Kashmir and Union Territory of Ladakh;”.

3. In rule 7 of the principal Rules, in sub-rule (5), in clause (a), after sub-clause (ii), the
following provisos shall be added, namely :—

“Provided that, if seats in a course reserved for children of Indian Workers in Gulf
Countries remains vacant, then such vacant seats shall be filled in from the candidates of
OCI, PIO or Foreign Students and if seats reserved for candidates of OCI, PIO or Foreign
Students remains vacant then such vacant seats shall be filled in from the children of Indian
Workers in Gulf Countries :

Provided further that, any vacant seat in both the above quota may be filled in from NRI
Candidature Candidates, subject to the approval from appropriate authority for the NRI
seats.”.
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4. In rule 9 of the principal Rules,—
(1) in sub-rule (1),—
() in clause (d), after the words “by the Candidate” the words “through the method
prescribed by the Competent Authority for this purpose ” shall be inserted ;
(if) in clause (e), after the words “if any,” the words “through the method prescribed
by the Competent Authority for this purpose” shall be inserted ;

(Zi7) in clause (7), after the words “the Competent Authority” the words “through the
method prescribed by the Competent Authority for the purpose of accepting the offered
seat and rectifying the errors as per the clause (e) of sub-rule (4) of this rule” shall be
added ;

(2) in sub-rule (4),—
(i) for the heading “Conduct of CAP Round-II and III”, the following heading shall be
substituted, namely :—
“ Conduct of CAP Round-II”;
(ii) for clause (a), the following clause shall be substituted, namely :—

“(a) The seats available for Round II shall be published on the website. The
candidates eligible for round II are allowed to fill in and/or edit online option form
filled in by the candidate for the previous round. The seats to be allotted during this
round shall be available to the eligible candidates falling under the following
categories,—

(1) Candidates as per sub-rule (3)(c) and (3)(d) above;

(i) Candidates who have not been allotted any seat in the previous round,;

(Zit) Candidates who did not participate (failure of filling option form) in
previous round.” ;

(Zit) in clause (¢), for the word and letters “round III” wherever they
occurred, the word and letters “round II” shall be substituted ;

(iv) clause (f) shall be deleted.

5. In rule 10 of the principal Rules,—

(1) in sub-rule (1), in Stage — I, for sub-clauses (d) and (e), the following sub-clauses shall
be substituted, namely :—

“(d) Allotment to the Persons with Disability Category Candidates.-

(i) Allotment of seats to the Persons with Disability Category Candidates shall
be within their respective Reserved or General category only.

(ii) The number of seats available for the Persons with Disability Category
Candidates shall be indicated in total number for the specific course as per the seats
available in the CAP for that course.

(Zi1) If the seat for Persons with Disability Category Candidates as per their
prescribed reservation percentage within their respective reserved or general
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category comes out to be complete integer (no rounding off the fractional value is
permissible) then only such seat shall be earmarked as reserved for that particular
reserved or general category for Persons with Disability candidate and shall be
allotted as per their Inter-Se-Merit.

(v) All other seats (except earmarked seats) available for Persons with
Disability Category Candidates for that course shall be allotted as per their Inter-Se-
Merit from combined list of all Persons with Disability Category Candidates :

Provided that, not more than one seat shall be filled in from same reserved
category as per their Inter-Se-Merit :

Provided further that, the candidate not considered for allotment due to
provision of above proviso, shall be considered for allotment of seat from general
Persons with Disability Category as per their Inter-Se-Merit.

(v) After allotment of the seat to Person with Disability Category Candidate, a
seat from that General or respective Backward Class Category and Person with
Disability Category shall be treated as utilized.

(vi) If in the seat matrix for any course, total available seats for Reserved or
General category comes out to be less than two, then in such case, no seat shall be
allotted to the Person with Disability Category Candidate.

(e) Allotment to the Defence Category Candidates.—

(Z) Allotment of seat to the Defence Category Candidates shall be within their
respective Reserved or General category only.

(i) The number of seats available for the Defence Category Candidates shall be
indicated in total number for the specific course as per the seats available in the
CAP for that course.

(Zit) If the seat for Defence Category Candidates as per their prescribed
reservation percentage within their respective reserved or general category comes
out to be complete integer (no rounding off the fractional value is permissible) then
only such seat shall be earmarked as reserved for that particular reserved or general
category for Defence Category candidate and shall be allotted as per their Inter-Se-
Merit.

(iv) All other seats (except earmarked seats) available for Defence Category
Candidates for that course shall be allotted as per their Inter-Se-Merit from
combined list of all Defence Category Candidates :

Provided that, not more than one seat shall be filled in from same reserved
category as per their Inter-Se-Merit :

Provided further that, the candidate not considered for allotment due to the
above provision, shall be considered for the allotment of seat from general seats for
Defence Category as per their Inter-Se-Merit.
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(v) After allotment of the seat to Defence Category Candidate a seat from that
General or respective Backward Class Category and Defence Category shall be
treated as utilized.

(vi) If in the seat matrix for any course, total available seats for Reserved or
General category comes out to be less than two, then in such case, no seat shall be
allotted to the Defence Category Candidate.”.

6. In rule 11 of the principal Rules,—

(1) for the heading “Allotment of seats by CAP Rounds I, II and III.-”, the following
heading shall be substituted, namely :—

“Allotment of seats by CAP Rounds I and I1.-”;

(2) in the sub-rule (1), for the letters and words “CAP Round I, II, and III” the words
“CAP Rounds I and II” shall be substituted ;

(8) sub-rule (3) shall be deleted ;

(4) in the sub-rule (4), for the words and letters “In CAP Round III” the words and letters
“In CAP Round II” shall be substituted.

7. In rule 12 of the principal Rules, in clause (a), for the letters and words “CAP Rounds- I, II,
and III” at both the places, the letters and words “CAP Rounds-I and II” shall be substituted.

8. In rule 13 of the principal Rules, after the clause (k), the following clauses shall be added,
namely :(—

“(i) While filling these seats the preference shall be given to Maharashtra State
Candidature Candidate over All India Candidature Candidate on the basis of Inter-Se-Merit.

(j) After exhausting Maharashtra State Candidature Candidate and All India
Candidature Candidate, if any seat remain vacant in the Sanctioned Intake then these seats
may be filled with NRI, Foreign Students (FN), Overseas Citizen of India (OCI), Persons of
Indian Origin (PIO), Children of Indian Workers in the Gulf Countries (CIWGC) Candidature
Candidates, subject to the approval from appropriate authority for these seats.”.
