MAHARASHTRA PUBLIC LIBRARIES ACT, 1967.

No. Maragram 2011/(124)/Sashi-5.-In exercise of the powers conferred by sub-section (1) of section 26 of the
Maharashtra Public Libraries Act, 1967(Mah. XXXIV of 1967); and of all other powers enabling it in this
behalf, the Government of Maharashtra makes the following rules further to amend the Maharashtra Public
Libraries (Recognition for Grant-in-Aid and Building and Equipment Grants) Rules, 1970, the same having
been previously published, as required by the said sub-section (1) of section 26, as follows namely:-

1. These rules may be called the Maharashtra Public Libraries (Recognition for Grant-in-Aid and Building and
Equipment Grants) (Amendment) Rules, 2012.

2. In rule 2 of the Maharashtra Public Libraries (Recognition for Grant-in-Aid and Building and Equipment
Grants) Rules, 1970 (hereinafter referred to as "the principal rules"),—

(a) for clause (g), the following clause shall be substituted,

(9) "Management" in relation to a public library means an executive body of library consisting of local
residential persons having general and financial control over the public library;",

(b) in clause (h), the following shall be added at the end, namely: "and who subscribes to the Library",
(c) after clause (i), following clause shall be added, namely:-

“(i-1) "Other Library" means, a public library recognized as "Other Public Library" by the Director under rule
105

(d) Clause (j) shall be deleted.

3. In rule 3 of the principal rules after the words "Assistant Director of the Division",
the word "or District Librarian of his District" shall be inserted.

4. In rule 4 of the principal rules,—

(a) to sub-rule (1), the following proviso shall be added, namely:—

"Provided that, in case of a library which is registered as such on or after the 15th September 2006, the
management thereof shall consist of the persons who are ordinary resident of the village, town or city, where the
library is situated."
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(b) in the Explanation,—
(i) for the words "Upto", the words and figures "From 500 to" shall be substituted:;

(i) for the figures "10,000", where it occurs for the second time, the figures "10,001" shall be
substituted,;

(iii) for the figures "25,000", where it occurs for the second time, the figures "25,001" shall be
substituted,;

(iv) for the figures "50,000", where it occurs for the second time, the figures "50,001" shall be
substituted.

5. In rule 5 of the principal rules for the portion beginning with the words "Within a period of three
months", and ending with the words "the Director" the following shall be substituted, namely :—

"The Director, after receipt of an application under rule 3, shall at any time but not after expiry of the
current financial year".

6. In sub-rule (2) of rule 11 of the principal rules after the word "books", the words "whose total cost
should atleast be equal to the amount of Grant- in-aid received to 'A’ Class Library and an additional
25% amount of such Grant;" shall be inserted.

7. In sub-rule (1) of rule 12 of the principal rules after the word "books", the words "whose total cost
should atleast be equal to the amount of Grant- in-aid received to 'B' Class Library and an additional
25% amount of such Grant;" shall be inserted.

8. In sub-rule (1) of rule 13 of the principal rules after the word "books", the words "whose total cost
should atleast be equal to the Grant-in-aid received to 'C' Class Library and an additional 25% amount
of such Grant;" shall be inserted.

9. In rule 14 of the principal rules, for clause (1) the following clause shall be substituted, namely:-

"(1) The library should have minimum 300 books whose total cost should not be less than Rs.
25,000;"

10. After rule 14, the following rule shall be inserted, namely:—
14-A. Marks Assessment System :-

The Marks Assessment system for getting Government Recognition and Grant-in-aid to new Public
Libraries and for upgrading the existing class of recognized public libraries shall be as follows:-
